RENE QUINTON, A FORGOTTEN WISE MAN

.

René Quinton was born on December 15th, 1866 in Chaumes, Brie (France). Son of a doctor and city mayor, Quinton had no formal scientific education; however, like many great men in history he was a very cultured, self-taught man who was aware of the major advances and scientific discoveries of his time.

.

After studying Arts and taking some courses at the Museum of Natural History, he started his peculiar and brilliant career in the scientific field, revolutionizing the paradigms of his time.

.

The French Academy of Sciences had no doubt in stating that, after Darwin, Quinton had made such relevant contributions like no other in the field of biology. Nevertheless, although with no desire to start up a battle with anyone he demonstrated even to Darwin that,

“Life is not determined by the environment. On the contrary,

it is the environment that is determined by life, down to the cellular level.”

.

He came down with Tuberculosis, but after moving to and living by the ocean for a while he recovered, discovering that the chemical composition of the ocean water is very similar to that of the blood of vertebrates, thus taking up the work of the celebrated physiologist, Claude Bernard.

.

In this way the famous “Quinton Plasma” was born, which was used in marine health clinics created by him to save thousands of lives in several french and foreign cities.

.

Towards 1897, at the Physiology and Pathology laboratory for Advanced Studies of the School of France, he entirely substituted a stray dog’s blood for isotonic ocean water (diluted in a mix of 2/3 ocean water and 1/3 fresh water). In just a few days, the dog’s organism had reproduced again the blood corpuscles and platelets that converted ocean water into blood. The animal recovered fully.

.

Louis Pasteur had just died (1895) after developing his work based on attacking invading microbes. From there on, vaccines and antibiotics were developed, the pharmaceuticals’ business of modern medicine.

.

For pandemics, you have vaccines!

However, Pasteur himself had recognized on his deathbed that “the ground is everything”. Quinton had clearly seen in advance that in order to overcome an illness, all you had to do is reinforce “the terrain”, the internal medium of the person – ocean water essentially, but “isotonic”.

.

When drinking ocean water or when it is injected into us, our internal medium recovers its power. And when the right internal medium exists, there is no need to go after noxious microbes because they cannot prosper there. The marine serum provides biological force to the cell so that it can defend itself against most illnesses.

.

In 1975, at the Physiology Department of the La Laguna University Medicine Faculty (Santa Cruz de Tenerife), experiments with dogs similar to the ones conducted by Quinton with isotonic water were carried out, under the auspices of the European Community. The results were satisfactory, and the dogs recovered perfectly well.

.

With that it was demonstrated that ocean water, which contains 118 elements of the periodic table, is more efficient than artificial serum. During World War I, the French army used ocean water to compensate for the loss of blood of the wounded in battle.

.

In December 2003, experiments were conducted at the same La Laguna University where ten female dogs were drained completely of their blood and given a transfusion of hyper tonic water, that is to say, water taken directly from the Atlantic Ocean, and they all recovered perfectly well without a problem.

.

In 1904 Quinton published the book “Ocean Water, Organic Medium”, which caused great interest all over the world. Soon after, he started to open his marine health clinics in Paris, Montpellier, Lyon, London and Egypt, and there were hospitals that followed the marine method.

.

The success was astounding. Isotonic ocean water injections were given to nursing children at the marine health clinics by the thousands. Doctors were prescribing the injections, and Quinton became quickly famous.

.

The health problems of babies and children in those days were more abundant than today. Most of them were related to malnutrition. Utilizing the virtues of ocean water, Quinton contributed in a decisive manner to reduce infant mortality, saving thousands of children from certain death.

.

He also treated many adults declared by their doctors to be terminally ill, and he healed them simply with an ocean water treatment. The main cases treated were typhus, cholera and diarrhea, tuberculosis, premature infants, anorexia, skin problems and serious malnutrition.

.

Qinton healed most of them. There were seriously ill documented cases that were astoundingly healed with ocean water treatments.

.

In 1914, eight doctoral and original thesis had already been presented only in France about marine serum. On the eve of the First World War (1914-1918), the Department of the Interior Office in France had in mind to intervene, making ocean water injections compulsory during the school year, just like the smallpox vaccine…but the war arrived and it was forgotten, fact which was taken advantage of by Quinton’s detractors who could not accept the fact that he could heal without being a doctor or scientist with title. The open marine health clinics started progressively dissapearing.

.

It is incomprehensibe and unacceptable that the absence of a piece of university paper could cause such damage to humanity. Quinton was little by little relegated from the public eye under a canopy of war and post-war, where the multinationals had started to wake up to their “gloomy caverns” and becoming a real cancer to society.

.

The doctors, after having supported him before the war, forgot him, for they saw in him and his treatments a danger that put in evidence the prestige of his profesion and his methods of healing. The pharmaceutical companies, with their vaccines and medications, were waking up from their lethargy to spread their tentacles and roots over their favorite clients, the sick people, hiding from them the knowledge about the ocean water, a totally-free natural antibiotic that could have achieved a miraculous eradication of most illnesses existing at that time, and today.

.

Quinton’s conclusions lead us to understand that the common organisms found in animal life are real marine aquariums, where the cells they are made of continue to live in the same conditions as the primitive cell. .

.

In order to prove this, Quinton conducted a series of experiments demonstrating, among other things, that the white platelets survive perfectly well in ocean water, and have done it to date, and this has not been possible to achieve by any other means, including the serum, which is basically made up of water and sodium chloride.

.

Quinton formulated a series of Laws so-called “of Constancy”:

Law of Thermal Constancy: On the face of a world cooling down, animal life appearing at a cellular level at a precise temperature for its higher cellular functioning in the organisms indefinitely created for this purpose, tends to maintain this temperature of origin.

Law of Marine Constancy: Animal life appearing at a cellular level in the oceans tends to maintain cells that constitute organisms for their higher cellular functioning through zoological series in a marine medium of origin.

.

Law of Osmotic Constancy: Animal life appearing at a cellular level in oceans with a precise saline concentration has had the tendency to maintain for its higher functioning through zoological series this concentration of origin.

Law of General Constancy: On the face of all types of variations they can suffer through the eras, the different habitats for animal life that appeared at a cellular level in precise physical and chemical conditions tend to maintain for its higher cellular functioning through zoological series these conditions of origin.

.

Basically, he proposed that life originated in the oceans and that each human body is like a small ocean where cells float. If this inner ocean maintains its physical conditions (that is, its pH, salinity, temperature, etc) similar to those of its origins, the body as a whole will maintain its balanced natural state, which we call “health”.

.

And on the contrary, if a lack or small imbalance appears in these factors, the normal functioning of the whole organism becomes difficult (or is even hindered), which is the state we call “illness”.

.

In sucessive articles, we will delve deeper to discover the power of the ocean water and how, being an abundant and free element, it can combat illnesses, malnutrition, end hunger in the world and even irrigate desert lands for the exploitation of agriculture.

.

The same thing happened with all of Nicola Tesla’s discoveries (who lived in the same age period as Quinton): the knnowledge to obtain free energy or for transport without cables was kept from society. The multinationals and the economic interests knew how to isolate him and label him “crazy” until he died a forgotten man. Quinton followed the same path, even though his work had been recognized and he had demonstrated his discoveries to be true, as his numerous certified and confirmed cases and the prestige he achieved in the highest spheres of French society attest.

.

But thanks to Laureano Alberto Domínguez, Vicepresident of Prodimar and of Aquamaris, the knowledge that Quinton possesed has come to light and starts spreading through society, creating marine health clinics and announcing the excellent properties of ocean water.

They, and all of us who support René Quinton, together with Francisco García-Donas, President of Prodimar, creator of the Oasis Project and Marine Health Clinics, consider that ocean water is the mother of all waters and that its use in hygiene, agriculture and human and animal nutrition will not only resolve the worldwide water deficit but will also eliminate the most serious social and sanitary problem that humankind is suffering from: the malnutrition and death of millions of children each year.

.

Now is our turn to take the relay, to take it from him and to support those who have known how to re-discover history and our essence. The time has come at last to amplify and expand the legacy of René Quinton to the last corner of planet Earth. His knowledge and that of his disciples make us commit and assume the necessary responsibility to take action and reverse the situation.

Disseminate the uses and applications of ocean water, it is essential, for we have it before us and it’s free, the marine plasma that gives us health and energy to live. All living beings come from the ocean. Life’s cycle and the planet’s climate are born in the ocean. The ocean has the solution to all our problems, it is such an immense energy plasma, it’s free, and it’s not valued by the selfish interests of multinationals whose only concern is to patent everything, without caring about life on Earth. The ocean’s sap allows us to breath and live with intensity.
